     I used to have an aquarium in my office. Throughout the day, people 
would stop by to look at the fish. The question I heard all the time was, 
“Where’s the fish?” I had to tell them that he was hiding in the house. He 
was a yellow African Cichlid and quite beautiful, if you got to see him. 
I named him Ra (since he was from Africa and Egypt is in Africa). I also used to have two 
other fish with him, a blue African Cichlid (named Osiris) and a black-and-yellow striped 
Cichlid named Spartacus (he survived being sucked up into the filter tube and hitting the 
impeller). 

     Ra hid all day. When I came into my office in the morning, he was already hiding in the 
house – and he stayed there, all day. He seemed to be content to hide from everyone and 
everything. Even when I put food in the tank, he stayed in the house and didn’t come out. He 
was even in the process of placing the gravel in front of the entrance to further hide himself. 

     I wonder how many of us are apt to act like my fish Ra. We are content to sit at home 
(or wherever) and avoid people as much as we possibly can, not interacting much and just 
being hermits. Hebrews 10:25 says, “not neglecting to meet together, as is the habit of 
some, but encouraging one another, and all the more as you see the Day drawing near.” 
Quite simply, we are social beings. We need each other and we need encouragement. Now 
that the winter months are behind us, we should take the advice not only from the writer of 
Hebrews but also from AT&T’s motto from many years ago—“reach out and touch 
someone.” But my prayer is also this: that those of us who can and do still get out of the 
house will take a moment to go visit those who cannot. Get the list of the homebound 
members of the church or the neighbors you 
know who are homebound or don’t get out 
much and visit them. They still need social 
interaction, as well. 

     You probably thought by the title that this 
was going to be some Egyptian religious 
thing about how we should not kill or some 
other concept. That is not the case. You see, 
Ra (my cichlid) killed Osiris and Spartacus 
(the other two cichlids). He was a mean 
bully. He took AT&T’s motto too far and in 
the wrong direction. So, sadly, he was alone 
for the rest of his fishy life in the aquarium, 
hiding from those who wished to see him 
and the joy he could bring to their lives. 
So the lesson of my fish Ra is this: don’t be 
anti-social. Don’t hide in your house all day 
and above all—don’t be a bully, because 
you will push away the very things you 
need—friendship and socialization with other 
people. 
