The Philippian church appreciated and encouraged Paul so much that 

even when he was in a bad place, he remembered them and was thankful for their ministry to 

him. So while he was physically uncomfortable, he was comforted by the fact that he was 

appreciated and supported by the Philippian church. 

 
     There is always something we can find to appreciate in someone. But letôs not be like the 

man who was lying in a hospital bed, recovering from a fall. He turned to his wife and said, 

ñDear, you have always been there for me. When I flunked my junior year in high school, you 

were there for me. When I wrecked my dadôs new car, you were there for me. When I lost my 

job, you were there. When I lost the savings on the armadillo farm, you were there. And now, 

Iôve broken an arm and a leg falling off the roof, and here you are. Dear, you are nothing but bad

Scam Alert from Pastor Dale. . . SIM Spoofing 
 

     There is another scam going around. I know, surprising. This time, the 
scammers donôt even contact you ï they simply steal your phone number! They 
obtain your SIM card (the number that allows your phone number to be used by 
the cell phone), which allows them to mirror/hijack/spoof your phone number! 

     What this allows them to do is intercept any texts/calls to your phone and obtain any 2FA 
codes (those pesky numbers that your bank texts you to confirm itôs you) and then steal your 
information. This also will allow the unsavory person to text your contacts on your behalf to ask 
for money or other things. 

     One of the most common times for this to happen is when you upgrade your cellphone. Most 
new cell phones now use a virtual SIM (there is no physical SIM card in the phone). This usually 
involves the scammer offering money to the cell phone company employee for a list of newly 
assigned SIM numbers. They can get the SIM number of your older cell phone the same way. 

     So what can we do to protect ourselves? Pay close attention to your cellphoneôs service. 
Signs your SIM card is cloned include sudden, unexplained loss of cellular service, receiving 
2FA codes you didn't request, or seeing unauthorized calls/texts on your bill. You also may be 
locked out of apps, receive ñSIM not authorizedò errors, or notice your phone acting as if itôs not 
connected to a network. 

     Did you receive a text from someone you know asking for money or something out of the 
ordinary? Do not respond to the text or call their cellphone as it may be compromised. Have a 
neighbor check on them. Take time to drive to their house to ask them in person. 

     If you think your SIM number has been compromised, contact your cellphone carrier.
